e) To endorse recommendations from the Sub-Committee on Research Ethics and Safety. 
f) To endorse allocations of research funds under the Research Committee2.  
g) To monitor the progress of research projects with funds provided from the Research Committee2.  
h) To advise on the strategies and policies supporting Knowledge Transfer. 
i) To deal with other matters related to research and the research units1 as deemed appropriate by
