Effective up to 2021-22 student intake (admitted to Year 1 or above) 

 
The Department of Translation offers the Minor in Translation. 
 
Students whose Major is in any programmes other than BA (Hons) Translation may 

qualify for a Minor in Translation. The number of required credits for a Minor in 
Translation is 15.  

 
Required Course (3 credits) 
TRA2103  Introduction to Translation (C-E) or 
TRA2104  Introduction to Translation (E-C) 
 
Elective Courses (12 credits)  

Students can choose any courses with the “TRA” letter code listed under the BA (Hons) 
Translation or BA (Hons) Translation, Cross-Cultural Studies, and Corporate 
Communication programme except Translation Project and Translation Studies Research
